» Hold a moment of silence or ask your
school community to wear a certain colour
as a visible show of solidarity with the
communities you are focusing on

» Research which companies are not taking
environmental or equality issues seriously
and campaign for them to change their ways
(e.g. labour practices in factories for clothes
we buy, mining for precious materials)

« Organise an event on the UN world day
which coincides with your topic to get people
talking about it
